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Halifax, NS – Atlantic Canada’s community colleges are celebrating the completion of approximately $140 million of infrastructure projects in the region.  The investments in college infrastructure were made possible through the Knowledge Infrastructure Program, with key contributions from the federal and provincial governments. 

The Knowledge Infrastructure Program was announced in January 2009 and project work has been carried out over the past three construction seasons.  The deadline for completion of projects was October 31st, 2011.  The Atlantic Provinces Community College Consortium (APCCC) is pleased that over 20 projects were completed in Atlantic Canada community colleges. Projects ranged from new campuses and new buildings, to the repair and modernization of existing facilities. 

“We want to acknowledge the tremendous contributions made by the federal and provincial governments”, said Dr. Brian McMillan, President of Holland College and Chair of the APCCC.  “The investments made through the Knowledge Infrastructure Program have provided an immediate economic stimulus. In the longer term, the program has enabled colleges to provide a highly skilled workforce and participate in applied research. These are key activities that help to drive innovation and growth. The Knowledge Infrastructure Program has enhanced college capacity to contribute to the prosperity of Atlantic Canada.”

The APCCC is an inter-provincial organization supporting collaboration, coordination, and sharing of resources among the Atlantic community colleges. Consortium members include Holland College, the Nova Scotia Community College,  the College of the North Atlantic, New Brunswick Community College, and Collège communautaire du Nouveau-Brunswick. Community colleges in Atlantic Canada operate in 50 campus locations throughout the region and serve approximately 75,000 full and part-time students. 
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
